SUNHAT SURVEY

Thank you to everyone who responded to our Sunhat survey. We received 35 responses and lots of helpful feedback and
comments. A majority (54%) of respondents wanted to have the option of buying an alternative Sun Safe hat. The remaining
46% of respondents supported making the Roseneath School hat compulsory from Term 1 2019.

The Board considered the results of the survey at its meeting earlier last week and decided to keep the flexibility for
parents to purchase alternative SunSafe hats. SunSafe hats are: a wide brim hat (minimum 7.5cm brim) or bucket hat (deep
crown and minimum 6¢cm brim). We also had a good discussion around the Cancer Society's Sun Smart guidelines and research
(http://www.sunsmartschools.org.nz/).
